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.. .What [psalm] did they say on the second day [of the week]? (Psalm 48): The L-rd is great and
much acclaimed — inasmuch as He divided His works and reigned over them as a king . . .

What [psalm] did they say on the sixth day [of the week]? (Psalm 93): The L-rd is king, He is robed
in majesty — inasmuch as He completed His work and reigned over them [His creatures] as a king . .
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from Pirkei d’Rabbi Eliezer chapter 10
... and He kneaded the clump of earth of Adam, the first man, in a pure place at the center [lit.,
navel] of the world, and fashioned it and shaped it, but there was no breath of life [or soul] in it.
What did the Holy One, blessed is He, do? He breathed [into it] with the breath of life. Adam
stood and gazed upward and downward and saw all the creatures that the Holy One, blessed is He,
had created, and he was amazed in his heart. He began to praise and glorify his Creator and said,
“How wondrous [lit., great, many) are your doings O L-rd” (Psalms 104:24). He stood on his feet
and he appeared as the image of G-d . . . All the [other] creatures saw him and feared him, thinking
that he was their creator, and they approached to bow to him. He said to them, “Why do you come
[approach]?” [They answered] “We have come to bow.” [Adam said] “Come, let us go together
and cloak with majesty and power, and make king over us He who has created us. For if the people
do not crown the king, shall he crown himself? And if the people do not praise the king, shall he
praise himself?” At that moment Adam opened his mouth and all the creatures answered after him
[Adam], and cloaked Him [G-d] in majesty and power and coronated their Creator [as] King over
themselves, and they said, “The L-rd is king, He is robed in majesty” (Psalms 93:1).
